What kinds of things would I ‘observe’ my child doing?

Anything related to number, recognising numbers, ordering them, adding and subtracting.
Anything related to shape, including naming and talking about 2D and 3D shapes.
Anything related to measurement – time, measuring length/height, measuring capacity (talking about full/half full/empty), measuring weight (baking and cooking is great for this), money. 
Making and describing patterns.
English
Any reading and/or talking about stories.
Writing or drawing.
Arts
Any arts and crafts.
Playing ‘make believe’ games where they show imagination.
Singing and dancing including making up their own songs and dances. 
Understanding the World
Technology – using a remote control, using electronic toys i.e. remote controlled car, using a DVD CD player, iPad, computer or laptop.
Showing they can talk about the world around them i.e. plants and animals, different materials.
Showing they enjoy joining in with family customs and routines i.e. birthday, Christmas =, going to church on a Sunday.
Talking about past and present events in their own and their family members lives.
Health and Self-Care
Showing they understand the need for variety in food. 
Showing they understand how to keep safe i.e. wearing a helmet whilst on a bike. 
Showing understanding that good practices with regard to exercise, eating, sleeping and hygiene can contribute to good health.
Getting dressed independently including putting on coats and shoes.
